Problem #1: Write a program that does the following:

· Defines three variables with an initial value of 0. Remember variables should have no embedded spaces when you give them a name.

· Define a fourth variable to receive the results of the calculation below.

· Does a calculation where the three numbers are added and then assign the result to the fourth variable.

· Write out a literal that says This is the answer followed by the contents of the fourth variable on one line.

· Write out a literal that says I am done on the line beneath the answer.

Problem #2: Take in the name of an item, the price of the item and the cost of the item. On the document write the name of the item and the profit that you can get from the item. Remember profit is price – cost.

Problem #3.  Take in three grades and calculate your average.  Remember the rules of math where multiplication and division are done before addition and substraction and that to change this order of operations you can use parenthesis. Write out the average with a literal identifying what you are writing.

Problem #4:  Write the program to do the following:

· Set-up the variables you will need to solve this problem. 

· Take in the pay per hour and the hours worked (remember variables should have no embedded spaces).

· Write out the pay per hour that you took in and the hours worked that you took in.

· Calculate the gross pay

· Ask the question to find out if the gross pay is equal to or over 1000. If it is put out the gross pay and the message pay okay else put out the pay and the message to say you need a raise.
