Oracle11g Login Instructions – ON CAMPUS

1) Log in to a PC on campus

2) Open the Start Menu

3) Run SQL Plus, which is located in the Application Development folder inside the Oracle – OraClient11g_home1 folder.

(Or click the SQL Plus shortcut on the desktop)
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4) Enter Oracle username, password and host string (orcl11g) using the following format: username@orcl11g then enter password.
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5) You should now see the SQL> prompt…

Oracle11g Login Instructions – FROM HOME

1) From your PC at home, run PuTTY.  It can be downloaded at http://www.putty.org/
2) Enter Host Name: cisweb.bristolcc.edu
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3) Login with your Linux username and Linux password.

4) After logging in, type: sqlplus11g.sh (this will run a script to allow you to enter your Oracle name and Oracle password)  

5) Enter your Oracle username and Oracle password.

* Your Oracle name is the SAME AS your Linux username.

** Your Oracle password is DIFFERENT from your Linux password.
