Note that you do not need to put the numbers in the square braces and it will still work. PHP does the numbers from 0 to 3 (in this example) internally – it is a function called auto-incremented keys.

This is wrong, but it works. The reason is that this code has an undefined constant (bar) rather than a string ('bar' - notice the quotes). PHP may in future define constants which, unfortunately for such code, have the same name. It works because PHP automatically converts a bare string (an unquoted string which does not correspond to any known symbol) into a string which contains the bare string. For instance, if there is no defined constant named bar, then PHP will substitute in the string 'bar' and use that. “

Notice the use of the curly braces here – whenever the indexing gets too complex your should use them, and if you have problems, try them!

Sorting can be done using functions: sort or asort.  To do descending, you can make them

rsort and arsort.  Note the difference, with the sort, there is renumbering and that means the key values are replaced with a number sequence. With the asort, the original is retained which is important with associative arrays.
